-The stories should tell what happened and why.

-Each story should be about the role foreign policy played in affecting the given presidents term in office and or how they reacted to the conflict. 

3. You should look to answer the following questions in your presentation:

-What major events involving foreign policy happened during the time that president spent in office?

-How did that president handle each event?

-Which one was most symbolic in their term of office?

4. The story should also include how foreign policy defined the president’s term in office. Questions to consider:

-Do people view the president as a successful president?

-What role did foreign policy play in determining the assessment of this president?
